OF THE INTERNATIONAL CONFERENCE ON TON-

1. Recognizing that the establishment of a uni-
versal system  of tonnzge measurement for ships
engaged on international voyages should constitute in
important contribution ta maritime transport, a Con-
ference wag held in London from 27 May to 23 June
1969. upon the invitation of the Inter-Governmental
Miaritima Consultative Organization,' for the purpose
of drawing up an International Convention on Tonnage
Measarermnent of Ships.

REGULATIONS FOR DETERMINING GROSS AND
NET TONNAGES OF SHIPS

Regulation 1
General

1}y The tonnage of a ship shall consist of grosa
tonnage and net tonnage.

{2) The gross tonnage and the net tonnage shall be
determined in accordance with the provisions of these
Regulations.

{3y The gross tonnage and the net tonnage of novel
types of craft whose constructional fealures are such
as to render the application of the provisions ol these
Regulations unreasconable or lmpracticable shall be as
determined by the Administration. Where the tonnage
iz 30 determined, the Administration shall communicate
to the Organization details of the method used for that

purpose, for circulation to the Coniracting Govermnents
for their information.

Regnlation 2
Definitions of Terms uscd .in-ﬁw Anncxes
{1) Upper Deck '

The upper deck is the uppermost complete deck
exposed to weather and sea, which has permanent
means of weathertight closing of 2all openings in the
weather part thereof, and below which all openings
in the sides of the ship are fitted. with permmanent
means of watertight closing. In a ship having =a
atepped upper deck, the lowest line of the exposed
deck and the continuation of that line parallel to the
upper part of the deck is taken as the upper declk.

(2) Monlded Depth

{a) The moulded depth 1s the wertical distance
measured from the top of the keel to the underside of
the upper deck at side. In wood and composite ships
the digtance is measured from the lower edge of the
keel rabbet, Where the form at the lower part of the
midship seetion iz of a hollow charaeter, or whera
thick garhoards are fitied, tha Jistance {8 meaeazured
from the point where the line of the tlat of the
bottom continued inwards cuts the side of the keel.

{b) In ships having rounded gunwales_ the moulded
depih shall be measured to the point of intersection
of the moulded lines of the deck and side shell plating,
the lines extending as though the gunwales were of
angilar design,

c) Where the upper deck is stepped and the
raised part of the deck axtends over the point at which
the moulded depth is to be determined, the moulded
depth shall be measured to a line of reference exten-
ding from the lower part of the deck along a line
parallel with the raised part.

(3) Breadil

The breadth iz the maxzimum breadth of the ship,

The following are the Recommendations adopted
by the_Conference:

Recommendation 1

Aecceptance of the International Convention on Tonnage
Mepsurement of Ships, 1963

The Conference recommends that Governments
should accept the International Convention on Tonhnage
Measurement of Ships, 1968, at as eurly a date as
possible. .

Recommendation 2
Tlses of Gross and Net Tonnages

The Conference recommends that the gross tonnagae
and the net tonnage as determined in accordance with
the pravisions of the International Convenlion on
Tonnage Measurement of Ships, 1969, should be accep-~
ted as ithe parametres referred to where those terms
are used in conventions, Iaws and regulalions, and
olsg as the basis for statistical data relating to the
overall size or uscful! ecapacity of merchant ships. In
addition, recegnizing that the transilion from existing
tonnage measurement systems to the new system pro-
vided in the Convention sholud cause the least possihle
impaci on the economics of merchant shipping and
port aperations, the Conference recommends that Con-
tracting Gowvernments, port authorities, and all other
agenvies which use tonnage ns g basis for charges
should ecarelully consider which parameter is most
appropriate for their use in the light of their present
practice.

Recommendation &
Uniform Inierpretation of Definition of Terms

The Conference, recognizing that the definitions of
certain terms used in the International Conventien on
Tonnage Measurement of Ships, 1969. such as “lenght”,
“breadth”, “passenger” and “wecathertight”, are identi-
cal to lhose contained in othor conventions of which
the Intor-Guvernmental Maritime Consullative Orga-
nization is depositary, recommends that Contiracting
Governments should take steps to ensure that identical
definitions of terms used in such conventlons arc in-
