ON THE PEEVENTION OF MARINE IFOLLUTION
RY DUMPING OF WASTES AND OTHER MATTER

The Contracting Pariies to this Convention,

Recognizing thal the marine environnment and the
living organisms which it supports are of vital import-
ance to humanity, and all people have an interest in
assuring thut il is so manaped that ite gquality and
resources arc not impaired;

Recognizing that the capacity of the sea to assi-
milale wastes angd render them harmless, and its ability
to regenerate natural resources, is not unlimited;

Recopgnizing that States have, In accordance with
the Charter of the United Nations and the principles
of international law, the sovereign right to exploit their
own resources pursuant to their own environmental
policies, and the responsikbility to ensure that activilies
within their jurisdiction or control do not cause damage
to the environrent of other States or of areas beyond
the limits of national jurisdiction;

Reczalling Resolution 2749 (XXWV) of the Geoneral
Assembly of the Uniled Nalions on the principles
governing ibhe sca-bed and the ocean floor and the
subsoil thercof, beyond the limits of national jurisdie-
ilion; ’

Noting that marine pollution ariginates in many
sources, such as dumping and discharges through the
atmosphere, rivers, estnaries, outfalls and npipelines,
and that it is impartant that States use the hest prac-
ticable means tao prevent such *pollutionm and develop
products and processey which will reduce the amount

of harmful wastes to be disposed of;

Being convinced that international action to control
the pollution of the sea by dumping can and musl be
taken without delay but that this action should not
preclude discussion of measures o control sources of
marine polludlion as soon as possible; and

Wishing to improve protection of the marine en-
vironmwent by encouraging States with a common in-
teterest In particular geographical areas to enter into
appropriate agrecments supplementary to this Conven-
fion;

Have agreed as follows.

Article I

Contracting Parties shall individually and collce-
tively promote the effactive control of all sources of
pollution of the marine environment, and pledge
themselves especially to take all praecticable stcps Lo
prevent the pollution of the sea by dumping ol wasle
and oiher matter that is liakle (o create hazards to
human health, to harm living resources and marine
life, o damuge amenties or to interfere with other
legilimale uses of the =sea.

Artiele I
Contracting Parties sghall, as provided for in the
following Articles, take effective measures individually,
geeeording to their scfentifie, technical and economic
capuabilities, and collectively, to prevent marine pollu-
lion caused by dumping and shall harmonize their
policies in this regard.

Article TTT
For the purposes of this Convention:
1. {a} “Dumping” means:

(i} any deliberate disposal at sea of wastes or other
matter from vessels, aircraft. platforms or other man-
made structurcs al sea;

{ii) any deliberate disposal at sea of wvessels,
aircraft, platlorms or other man-made structures at
sea.

(b} “Dumping” does not include:

(i) the disposal at sea of wastes or other matler
incidental to, or derived from the normal operations of
vesscls, airerall, platforms or other man-made struc-
tures at sca and their equipment, other than wastes or
ather matter iransporled by or to wvessels, aircraft,
platforms or other man-made structures at sea, oper-
ating for the purpose of disposal of such matter or
derlved . from the (lreatment of such wastes or other
maiter on such wvessels, aireraft, platforms or struc-
tures;

(ii) placement of matter for a purpose other than
the mere disposul thereof, provided that such place-
ment is not contrary to the aims of this Convention.

{c} The disposal of wasles or other matter directly
arising from, or related to the exploration, cxploilation
and assoclated off-shore processing of seu-bed mineral
resources will nol be covered by the provizions of this
Convenlion.

2, “Vessels and alreraft” rmeans waterborne or
craft of any type whaisocver, This expression includes
air cushioned craft and floating craft, whelher self-
propelled or not.

4. “Wastes or other matter” means material and
substance of any kind, form ar description.

5. “Special permit” means permission gronted spe-
cifically on application in advance and in accordance
with Annex II and Annex TIT.

8. “CGeneral permit” means permission granted in
advance and in uaccordance with Annex ITI.

7. “The Organisation™ means the Organisation
designated by the Contracting DParties in accordance
with Article XIV (2).

Article IV

I. In accordance with the provisions of this Con-
vention Contracting Parties shall prohibit the dumping
ol any wastes or other matter in whalever form or
condition except asz otherwise specified below.

{a) the dumping of wastes or other maticr listed
in Annex I is prohibited; )

{h) the dumping of wastes or other matter listed
in Annex IT reguires & prior special permit;

(¢} the dumping of all other wastes or matter

requires a pricor general permit.

2. Any permit shall be issued only after careful
consideration of all the factors set forth in Anmex ITI,
including prier studics of the characteristice of the

dumping =site, as set forth in Scetions B and C of that

Annex.

3. No provision of this Convention is to be inter-
preted as preventing a Contracting Party from prohibi-
ting, insofar as that Party is concerned, the dumping of
wastes or olther matter not mentioned in Annex I. That
Party shall nolify such measures to the Organisation.

Article V

1. The provisions of Article of Article TV shall nol
apply when it is neecessary to secure the safety ol
human life or of vessels, aircraft, platforms or other
muan-made structures at sca in cases of force majeure
caused by stress of weather, or in any case which con-
stitutes a danger to human life or @ real threat to
vesscls, airceraft, platforms or other man-made struc-
tures al sea, iI dumping appears {0 be ihe only way
of averling the threat and if there is cvery probability
that the damage consequent upon such dumping wiil
be less than would otherwise acecur. Such dumping
shall be so0 conducted as to minimise the Nkelihood of
damage to human or marine life and shall he reported
forthwith to the Organisation.

2. A Contracting Party may issue a special permil
as an exception to Article IV (I) (a), in emergencies,
posing unacceptable risk relating to human health and
admitting no other feasible solution. Defore doing so
the Party shall consult any other country ar countries

that are likely to be affected and the Organisution
which, after consuiting other Partics, and international
crganisations as appropriate, shall, in accaordance with
Article XIV promptly recommend io the FParty the
most appropriate nrocedures to adopt. The Party shall
follow these recommendations to the maximum extent
feasible eongistent with the time within which action
must be taken and with the general gbligalion to avoid

{1} the supply of necessary equipment and facili-
ties fur research and monitoring;

(0) the disposal and trestment of waste and other
measurces ito prevenl or mitigate pollution caused by
dumping;
